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This project included 1.3MW on two locations, 
97,192 SF of elevated structure, 135 T 
structures, 4,388 panels and was a NAVFAC 
Project. Camp Lejeune’s solar design was 
specifically adapted to account for the high wind 
and challenging soil conditions of the site. The 
Build Group team designed the structure to 
withstand winds up to 135 MPH and utilized 
auger-cast piles to overcome the soil conditions. 
All steel used in this project was fully galvanized 
to prevent future corrosion. The canopies were 
custom designed to have 12 feet of clearance 
instead of the standard nine feet. Solar World 
240 panels were utilized.
